Precious Child and Jerusalem School Medical Policy

We want to do all we can to keep our students and staff
healthy. Please help us by following the policies listed below.

Your child must stay home from school if they have any of the
following symptoms:

Fever

Vomiting

Excessive cough, sneezing, runny nose

Extreme sore throat

Diarrhea

Pink eye

Undiagnosed rash

Any other symptom that prevents them from participating in class

Any contagious symptoms

If your child develops these symptoms during school, a parent/guardian will be notified and
asked to pick up the student.

Before returning to school, children must be symptom free for 24 hours without the use of
medication. If we feel it is necessary, we will ask for a doctor’s note stating that the child is no
longer contagious.

Please do not use Motrin/Tylenol, etc to reduce your child’s fever/symptoms and then send them
to class.
